The Lutheran Church Missouri Synod 
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 AS WE GATHER Tonight’s Service of Tenebrae follows a tradition of the church dating 
back to the eighth century. From Latin, the word Tenebrae means “darkness,” and         
commemorates the final hours of our Lord’s life on earth, as He suffered death upon the 
cross. As the candles are extinguished, they symbolize the fading loyalty of the disciples 
and friends of Jesus. The gradual darkening of the sanctuary portrays the diminishing light 
of the world as Christ was departing from it. At the end of the service, the Paschal candle is 
removed, symbolizing our Lord’s death and burial. The “Strepitus” is heard, a harsh noise 
indicating the closing of the tomb and our separation from God. At the completion of the 
service, please exit in silence, maintaining the solemnity of the service.

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PASSION READING   Matthew 26:17-19, 26-29, 36-46 
 

17Now on the first day of Unleavened Bread the disciples came to Jesus, saying, 
“Where will you have us prepare for you to eat the Passover?” 18He said, “Go into the 
city to a  certain man and say to him, ‘The Teacher says, My time is at hand. I will 
keep the Passover at your house with my disciples.’” 19And the disciples did as Jesus 
had directed them, and they prepared the Passover. 26Now as they were eating, Jesus 
took bread, and after blessing it broke it and gave it to the disciples, and said, “Take, 
eat; this is my body.” 27And he took a cup, and when he had given thanks he gave it to 
them, saying, “Drink of it, all of you, 28for this is my blood of the covenant, which is 
poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins. 29I tell you I will not drink again of 
this fruit of the vine until that day when I drink it new with you in my Father’s     
kingdom.” 36Then Jesus went with them to a place called Gethsemane, and he said to 
his disciples, “Sit here, while I go over there and pray.” 37And taking with him Peter 
and the two sons of Zebedee, he began to be sorrowful and troubled. 38Then he said to 
them, “My soul is very sorrowful, even to death; remain here, and watch with me.” 
39And going a little  farther he fell on his face and prayed, saying, “My Father, if it be 
possible, let this cup pass from me;  nevertheless, not as I will, but as you will.” 
40And he came to the disciples and found them sleeping. And he said to Peter, “So, 
could you not watch with me one hour? 41Watch and pray that you may not enter into 
temptation. The spirit   indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.” 42Again, for the     
second time, he went away and prayed, “My Father, if this cannot pass unless I drink 
it, your will be done.” 43And again he came and found them sleeping, for their eyes 
were heavy. 44So, leaving them again, he went away and prayed for the third time, 
saying the same words again. 45Then he came to the disciples and said to them, 
“Sleep and take your rest later on. See, the hour is at hand, and the Son of Man is   
betrayed into the hands of sinners.

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PASSION READING   John 18:1-11 
 

1When he had finished praying, Jesus left with his disciples and crossed the Kidron      
Valley. On the other side there was an olive grove, and he and his disciples went into 
it. 2Now Judas, who betrayed him, knew the place, because Jesus had often met there 
with his disciples. 3So Judas came to the grove, guiding a detachment of soldiers and 
some officials from the chief priests and Pharisees. They were carrying torches,     
lanterns and weapons. 4Jesus, knowing all that was going to happen to him, went out 
and asked them, "Who is it you want?" 5"Jesus of Nazareth," they replied. 6"I am he," 
Jesus said. (And Judas the traitor was standing there with them.) When Jesus said, "I 
am he," they drew back and fell to the ground. 7Again he asked them, "Who is it you 
want?" And they said, "Jesus of Nazareth." 8"I told you that I am he," Jesus answered. 
"If you are looking for me, then let these men go." 9This happened so that the words 
he had spoken would be fulfilled: "I have not lost one of those you gave me." 10Then 
Simon Peter, who had a sword, drew it and struck the high priest's servant, cutting off 
his right ear. (The servant's name was Malchus.) 11Jesus commanded Peter, "Put your 
sword away! Shall I not drink the cup the Father has given me?"

PASSION READING   John 18:12-24 
 

12Then the detachment of soldiers with its commander and the Jewish officials arrested  
Jesus. They bound him 13and brought him first to Annas, who was the father-in-law of 
Caiaphas, the high priest that year. 14Caiaphas was the one who had advised the Jews that 
it would be good if one man died for the people. 15Simon Peter and another disciple were 
following Jesus. Because this disciple was known to the high priest, he went with Jesus 
into the high priest's courtyard, 16but Peter had to wait outside at the door. The  other disci-
ple, who was known to the high priest, came back, spoke to the girl on duty there and 
brought Peter in. 17"You are not one of his disciples, are you?" the girl at the door asked 
Peter. He replied, "I am not." 18It was cold, and the servants and officials stood around a 
fire they had made to keep warm. Peter also was standing with them, warming himself. 
19Meanwhile, the high priest questioned Jesus about his disciples and his teaching. 20"I 
have spoken openly to the world," Jesus replied. "I always taught in synagogues or at the 
temple, where all the Jews come together. I said nothing in secret. 21Why question me? 
Ask those who heard me. Surely they know what I said." 22When Jesus said this, one of 
the officials nearby struck him in the face. "Is this the way you answer the high priest?" he 
demanded. 23"If I said something wrong," Jesus replied, "testify as to what is wrong. But if 
I spoke the truth, why did you strike me?" 24Then Annas sent him, still bound, to Caiaphas 
the high priest.

PASSION READING   John 18:25-40 
 

25As Simon Peter stood warming himself, he was asked, "You are not one of his          
disciples, are you?"  He denied it, saying, "I am not." 26One of the high priest's      
servants, a relative of the man whose ear Peter had cut off, challenged him, "Didn't I 
see you with him in the olive grove?" 27Again Peter denied it, and at that moment a 
rooster began to crow. 28Then the Jews led Jesus from Caiaphas to the palace of the 
Roman governor. By now it was early morning, and to avoid ceremonial uncleanness 
the Jews did not enter the palace; they wanted to be able to eat the Passover. 29So     
Pilate came out to them and asked, "What charges are you bringing against this 
man?" 30"If he were not a criminal," they replied, "we would not have handed him 
over to you." 31Pilate said, "Take him yourselves and judge him by your own law." 
32"But we have no right to execute anyone," the Jews objected. This happened so that 
the words Jesus had spoken indicating the kind of death he was going to die would be 
fulfilled. 33Pilate then went back inside the palace, summoned Jesus and asked him, 
"Are you the king of the Jews?" 34"Is that your own idea," Jesus asked, "or did others 
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talk to you about me?" 35"Am I a Jew?" Pilate replied. "It was your people and your 
chief priests who handed you over to me. What is it you have done?" 36Jesus said, 
"My kingdom is not of this world. If it were, my servants would fight to prevent my 
arrest by the Jews. But now my kingdom is from another place." 37"You are a king, 
then!" said Pilate. Jesus answered, "You are right in saying I am a king. In fact, for 
this reason I was born, and for this I came into the world, to testify to the truth.      
Everyone on the side of truth listens to me." 38"What is truth?" Pilate asked. With this 
he went out again to the Jews and said, "I find no basis for a charge against him. 39But 
it is your custom for me to release to you one prisoner at the time of the Passover. Do 
you want me to release 'the king of the Jews'?" 40They shouted back, "No, not him! 
Give us Barabbas!" Now Barabbas had taken part in a rebellion. 
 
(The fourth candle is extinguished.) 
 
PASSION READING   John 19:1-16  
 

1Then Pilate took Jesus and had him flogged. 2The soldiers twisted together a crown 
of thorns and put it on his head. They clothed him in a purple robe 3and went up to 
him again and again, saying, "Hail, king of the Jews!" And they struck him in the 
face. 4Once more Pilate came out and said to the Jews, "Look, I am bringing him out 
to you to let you know that I find no basis for a charge against him." 5When Jesus 
came out wearing the crown of thorns and the purple robe, Pilate said to them, "Here 
is the man!" 6As soon as the chief priests and their officials saw him, they shouted, 
"Crucify! Crucify!" But Pilate answered, "You take him and crucify him. As for me, I 
find no   basis for a charge against him." 7The Jews insisted, "We have a law, and    
according to that law he must die, because he claimed to be the Son of God." 8When 
Pilate heard this, he was even more afraid, 9and he went back inside the palace. 
"Where do you come from?" he asked Jesus, but Jesus gave him no answer. 10"Do 
you refuse to speak to me?" Pilate said. "Don't you realize I have power either to free 
you or to crucify you?" 11Jesus answered, "You would have no power over me if it 
were not given to you from above. Therefore the one who handed me over to you is 
guilty of a greater sin." 12From then on, Pilate tried to set Jesus free, but the Jews kept 
shouting, "If you let this man go, you are no friend of Caesar. Anyone who claims to 
be a king opposes Caesar." 13When Pilate heard this, he brought Jesus out and sat 
down on the judge's seat at a place known as the Stone Pavement (which in Aramaic 
is Gabbatha). 14It was the day of Preparation of Passover Week, about the sixth hour. 
"Here is your king," Pilate said to the Jews. 15But they shouted, "Take him away! 
Take him away! Crucify him!" "Shall I crucify your king?" Pilate asked. "We have no 
king but Caesar," the chief priests answered. 16Finally Pilate handed him over to them 
to be crucified.

PASSION READING   John 19:17-27 
 

17He went out, carrying his own cross, to the place called the place of a skull, which 
in  Aramaic is called Golgotha. 18There they crucified him, and with him two others, 
one on either side, and Jesus between them. 19Pilate also wrote an inscription and put 
it on the cross. It read, “Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the Jews.” 20Many of the Jews 
read this     inscription, for the place where Jesus was crucified was near the city, and 
it was written in Aramaic, in Latin, and in Greek. 21So the chief priests of the Jews 
said to Pilate, “Do not write, ‘The King of the Jews,’ but rather, ‘This man said, I am 
King of the Jews.’” 22Pilate answered, “What I have written I have written.” 23When 
the soldiers had crucified Jesus, they took his garments and divided them into four 
parts, one part for each soldier; also his tunic. But the tunic was seamless, woven in 
one piece from top to bottom, 24so they said to one another, “Let us not tear it, but 
cast lots for it to see whose it shall be.” This was to  fulfill the Scripture which says, 
“They divided my garments among them, and for my clothing they cast lots.” So the 
soldiers did these things, 25but standing by the cross of Jesus were his mother and his 
mother’s sister, Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. 26When Jesus saw his 
mother and the disciple whom he loved standing nearby, he said to his mother, 
“Woman, behold, your son!” 27Then he said to the disciple, “Behold, your mother!” 
And from that hour the disciple took her to his own home. 
 
(The sixth candle is extinguished.) 
 
PASSION READING   Luke 23:32-46 
 

32Two others, who were criminals, were led away to be put to death with him. 33And 
when they came to the place that is called The Skull, there they crucified him, and the 
criminals, one on his right and one on his left. 34And Jesus said, “Father, forgive 
them, for they know not what they do.” And they cast lots to divide his garments. 
35And the people stood by, watching, but the rulers scoffed at him, saying, “He saved 
others; let him save himself, if he is the Christ of God, his Chosen One!” 36The      
soldiers also mocked him, coming up and offering him sour wine 37and saying, “If 
you are the King of the Jews, save yourself!” 38There was also an inscription over 
him, “This is the King of the Jews.” 39One of the criminals who were hanged railed at 
him, saying, “Are you not the Christ? Save yourself and us!” 40But the other rebuked 
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him, saying, “Do you not fear God, since you are under the same sentence of        
condemnation? 41And we indeed justly, for we are receiving the due reward of our 
deeds; but this man has done nothing wrong.” 42And he said, “Jesus, remember me 
when you come into your kingdom.” 43And he said to him, “Truly, I say to you, today 
you will be with me in Paradise.” 44It was now about the sixth hour, and there was 
darkness over the whole land until the ninth hour, 45while the sun’s light failed. And 
the curtain of the temple was torn in two. 46Then Jesus, calling out with a loud voice, 
said, “Father, into your hands I commit my spirit!” And having said this he breathed 
his last.
